General Rules: 
1. This is an open show which means anyone in the county can exhibit.
2. Birds are exhibited in categories based on the following: Breed, comb type, color variety, and sex (pullet, hen, cockerel, or cock).
3. Birds must coop-in on Sunday August 2nd from 9am-5pm. Exhibitors will be given an exhibitor number, this is how we will identify your birds coop. There will be a tag with the exhibitor number, breed, color variety, and sex listed on the card. Please place birds accordingly. 
4. Birds will be released at midnight on Saturday of the Scioto County Fair 
5. Any open show bird who does not belong to a 4-H or FFA participant will be under the care of the show secretary for the duration of the fair week.
6. There is an exhibition fee of $3 per bird. 
7. Judging will take place on Monday of the fair, after the Youth Poultry show is complete, exhibitors need not to be in attendance for judging.
8. Entries are due on or by July 24.
